In the UK, 
the sector generates over £19 billion annually, with millions of delegates attending 
events that spark collaboration, innovation, and investment. Every £1 invested in 
attracting events delivers around £33 in return. Nottinghamshire’s visitor economy 
alone is worth £2.36 billion, welcoming over 34 million visitors and supporting more 
than 22,000 jobs. Ambassadors help attract these high-profile events, turning them 
into catalysts for regional growth. 
 
Events showcase the region’s strengths in life sciences, MedTech, clean energy, 
and the creative industries, positioning Nottinghamshire as a hub of research, 
enterprise, and collaboration. Ambassadors highlight innovation, expertise, and 
ambition, reinforcing the region as a place driving progress and shaping the future. 
 
They also create lasting legacies of knowledge exchange, collaboration, and 
community engagement, attracting students, academics, investors, and innovators.
